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Many pesticide accidents result from careless practices or 
ignorance.

It is important for applicators and pesticide handlers 
to learn and implement safe procedures when working 
with pesticides; it’s for your own good! As an applicator 
working with toxic chemicals you should always exercise 
safety precautions not only to safeguard your health but 
also to protect other people and the environment from 
pesticide injury.
